EDUCATIONAL UNITS 
Ed units are regional, one-day sessions 
hosted jointly by a seed company and a local 
university. The day includes an overview of 
the host company’s business, a facility tour, 
and a case study led by a university represen-
tative.  
 
ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION GROUPS 
RTDG’s are hour-long conference calls that 
educate FuSE members on current seed in-
dustry events and topics. Each call focuses 
on a unique theme and is moderated by an 
industry member with expertise in that area.  
 
CAMPUS CONNECTIONS 
FuSE awards grants to university undergrads 
interested in pursuing a career in the seed 
industry. The grants provide for students to 
attend the ASTA Annual Convention where 
they are each paired with a senior industry 
member who accts as a mentor during the 
convention.
